
Geo 133 Field Methods in Hydrogeology
A new course from the Department of Geology

Thursdays 1:20-4:20 PM (8+ block)    Prof. Garven

Prerequisites: Geo 2 and Physics 11 (or equivalent); Geo 131/CEE 113 recommended

Field aspects of geohydrology, groundwater mapping and sampling, 
aquifer testing, well drilling, monitoring, and instrumentation of boreholes. 
The course will blend lecture with basic �eld methods to understand how 
monitoring and production wells are planned and drilled, and what types 
of geologic, geophysical, and geochemical data can be gathered for 
subsurface �ow systems. 

A network of boreholes on the Tufts campus will be used as �eld sites to 
characterize subsurface parameters in the unsaturated and saturated 
zones, and study regional �ow in an urban watershed.
